DEPOSIT OF SELECTED EXHIBITS

No exhibit will be sent by any entrant to THE EYE WITHIN unless instruction is sent to the artists by THE EYE WITHIN after selection is completed by the Jury, the selected artists will be asked to send their exhibits specified by THE EYE WITHIN to specified collection point. The exhibits will have to be deposited duly packed and packing fit for the transportation. 
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AWARDS

· There will be one GOLDEN BRUSH award for the work of outstanding merit carrying cash prize of Rs. 1,00,000/-.

· There will be four SILVER BRUSH awards carrying cash prize of Rs. 40,000/- each. 

· There will be five CERTIFICATE OF MERIT awards carrying cash prize of Rs. 10,000 each.

· Canvassing in any form by any artist for award or approaching any member of the Jury will be a disqualification for Award.

· It is obligatory on the part of the Jury to declare that he/she is not in anyway related to the artists selected for display and awards.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS

All correspondence will be made by to the address given in the Prospectus. The artists should inform THE EYE WITHIN of any change of address immediately, failing which the Academy will not be responsible, for non-receipt of communication. Artists must ensure someone receives the letter at their address and letters do not come back to THE EYE WITHIN for want of a person at the address mentioned by him / her.

THE EYE WITHIN shall accept no liability for any exhibit beyond a period of 30 days after the completion of the final event GOLDEN BRUSH 2008 in 12th January 2008.

THE EYE WITHIN is not liable for cracking of glass or any form of damage for the delicate frames. 

Candidates from Kolkata and outside of Kolkata should also arrange to withdraw the paintings from the office premises, at their own cost.

THE EYE WITHIN claims the ownership of the first ten nominated paintings.

Artists must fill in all the pages of the Entry Form. Prospectus received from Artists who have not signed the declaration below the bio-data section will not be considered by THE EYE WITHIN .

A compulsory entry fee of Rs. 100 only is payable to “THE EYE WITHIN” at 25, S.N Roy Road Kolkata 700038, The candidates from outside Kolkata are requested to pay the entry fees either by person or by money order .
The final date of submission of the application form is 30th November 2007
The maximum size of photographs is 22.5 x 12.5 cms (5’x7’). This should come along with the entry form.
